APPLACHIAN SUMMER REGIONAL GOVERNOR’S SCHOOL
PURPOSE:   To provide academically enriching opportunities that  are not usually available in area schools, while earning college credit. 

ELIGIBILITY:  Students who have been identified as gifted by their school system and who are presently enrolled in grades 9, 10 and 11. 

COURSES:  Two courses, one in the morning and one in the afternoon, to be selected from the offerings in this brochure. 

CREDIT:  Two semester college credits ill be given for each course which may count as elective transfer credit at

the discretion of the transferring colleges.

COST:  Tuition is provided at no cost. Lunch is provided by Wythe County Public School Federal Summer Lunch Program USDA- at no cost to students.

APPLICATION:  Applications are available from school guidance counselors.  The deadline for application is March 31, 2011.  Students will be notified of their acceptance by May 1, 2011.

SELECTION:  Application does not guarantee acceptance. The Governor's School does not discriminate on the basis of race, creed, gender, or color.

ATTENDANCE:  Students are required to attend each class day.  Classes meet 10 days.  The final program is scheduled for 7 p.m. on June 29, 2011 in the Snyder Auditorium..

2012 GOVERNOR'S SCHOOL COURSES
MORNING CLASSES 8.30-11.30 AM
1.   A TWO WEEK JOURNEY INTO THE LANGUAGE AND WORLD OF THE ROMANS
Instructor:   Mike Briscoe
Learn some of the basics of the language of the Romans, Latin. Latin is the basis for much of the vocabulary of the English language as well as the languages Spanish, Portuguese, French, and Romanian and of course Italian. Gain insight into the people we modeled our legal system, government, city plans and many other aspects of our lives after. Working with papyrus, mosaic making, cooking authentic Roman cuisine, singing songs in Latin and dressing like a Roman are parts of this journey.
2.  INVERTEBRATE ZOOLOGY
Instructor:   Cindy Kincer
This course will introduce students to the study of invertebrate zoology – aquatic and terrestrial organisms. A major concentration of class time will be devoted to field work in the collection and identification   of organisms.  Pond and stream habitats as well as wooded areas and meadows will be sampled for a  wide variety of invertebrates with various collecting techniques for aquatic and terrestrial. The students will also gain experience in making their own permanent slides and the proper pinning and labeling techniques for displaying insects and will be able to create their own insect collection.  
3.   WALKING TO SCHOOL:  PERIPATETIC LEARNING
 Instructor:   Liza Field

In this class, a hybrid environmental science/ philosophy workshop, students will spend part of each class outside, on foot (weather and time permitting), learning to “read” a landscape as well as reading some of the classic and more-recent writings on ecological awareness, man's role in the cosmos and “the universe story” emerging from astrophysics, quantum physics and cosmology. After all, as Ralph Waldo Emerson put it and Plato implied, the physical world is “emblematic” of spiritual truths and directives for how humans—as “the universe reflecting on itself”—may grow in wisdom and maturity, and enact the truths unfolding around and within us throughout a lifetime.

4.  THE PSYCHOLOGY OF LEARNING  
Instructor:   Penelope Mosely
This class will explore the art and craft of Southwest Virginia artisans with hands on creating and field trips to the heart of the region’s icon for preserving cultural heritage and economic development through arts, crafts and music. Field trips may include Heartwood, Southwest Virginia Artisans’ Gateway, in Abingdon, VA and The Blue Ridge Music Center Museum in Galax.  The outcome for the class, in addition to pieces of art work created by the student, will be the student’s written opinion to the question posed, “Will SWVA’s Appalachian culture stand the test of time?  Will generations 100 or 200 years from now know about or be studying about Appalachia and the artisans that came out of this present day movement?” 

AFTERNOON CLASSES 12.15-3.15 PM
1.  THE BUTLER DID IT!
Instructor:   Shannon Dalton
This class would be a survey of the detective story staring with its roots in the works of Edgar Allan Poe and moving to its modern day popularity in crime dramas like CSI. We will study the literary techniques and follow the development of the genre as it has moved from short story and novel to television and film. We will also discuss the nature of drama and suspense and identify reasons that readers continue to want more "Who Done It" stories in their lives. Class activities include reading short stories and plays, and watching clips from television and film in order to complete studies in authors, characters, and literary devices. Students will work in class to solve they mysteries presented in their reading and other "real life" situational examples and would discuss how real crime stories, both historical and current, have crossed over from the reality to fiction. A planned field trip for this class is to the local sheriff's department or State Police office to see the inner workings of crime investigations and to meet with real life detectives. 

2.   HE SAID WHAT??? TOPICS IN INTERPERSONAL COMMUNICATION

It seems like our methods of communication change faster than we keep up with them. Our means of interpersonal communication these days depends on a variety of factors…where we are, with whom we’re trying to communicate, what medium we’re using at that moment, etc… and given the conditions, the result can at times be funny, embarrassing, or even inappropriate.  We’ll use music, movies, and social media to learn how to effectively communicate whether through face-to-face, email, and social media to improve both personal and potential professional communications. Topics we’ll explore will include how communication occurs, etiquette (Facebook/MySpace, email, face-to-face), Miscommunication vs. Perception, differences between male and female communication, etc...
3. Computer Programming With ALICE

ALICE is an innovative 3D programming environment that makes it easy to create an animation 
for telling a story, playing an interactive game, or a video to share on the web. It uses 3D graphics and a drag-and-drop interface to facilitate a more 
engaging, less frustrating first programming experience. ALICE is a programming language using graphics similar to those in Sim City to introduce students to object-oriented programming concepts

4.   STREET THEATER

Have something to say? Join nationally recognized storyteller and movement artist Vicky Town in “Taking It to the Streets!”  Learn to create and develop street theatre pieces using voice, movement, and physical comedy techniques. Become part of an age old tradition and let your voice be heard! Using  art, mime and movement, comedy improv, writing techniques and Commedia del'Arte students will create street vignettes to perform on the final day.
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
