FREE TUITION

need to complete the following steps (please see the attached form to scan QR codes to be taken directly to each
step of the application process):

e Now — Apply to WCC
o Ifyou are a dual enrollment student, you may only need to complete a High School Transition
form.
e October 1, 2025 — Complete the 2026-2027 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA)
o 2026-2027 FAFSA covers Fall 2026, Spring 2027, and Summer 2027 semesters
o Financial aid information will be from the 2024 tax year
e Beginning December 1, 2025 — Complete the 2026-2027 online WCC Scholarship Application. The
application covers all scholarships, including the Wythe-Bland Foundation Scholarship.
o In your application essay, please be sure to explain why you need a scholarship, including any
special circumstances that you may have.
